CODICIL TO THE
LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT OF

I, ____________________________________, Testator, a resident of the City of _______________________, ______________ County, New York, being over the age of eighteen (18) years, of sound and disposing mind and memory, and not acting under duress, menace, fraud, mistake, or undue influence, do make, publish, and declare this to be my First/Second/Third Codicil (this “Codicil”) to my Last Will and Testament dated _________________________ (my “Will”).

VALIDITY OF WILL:  Except as expressly amended by this Codicil, I ratify, confirm, and republish my Will in all respects, and I intend that my Will, together with this Codicil, constitute my Last Will and Testament.[footnoteRef:1] Capitalized terms used in this Codicil that are defined in my Will shall have the same meanings herein unless the context clearly requires otherwise. [1:  Note:  If this Codicil is not the First Codicil to the Testator’s Will, and the Testator is not revoking the Codicils prior to this one, then it should be made clear that the Testator is also ratifying, confirming, and republishing those previous Codicils and additionally intends that those Codicils also constitute part of the Testator’s entire Last Will and Testament.] 


AMENDMENTS CONCERNING CHARITABLE BEQUEST TO THE VALERIE FUND (select one or more of the following options a – c):
I hereby amend the following clauses of my Will as follows:
Option A — Specific Dollar Bequest. Option C — Gift of the Rest, Residue, and Remainder. I amend [Article/Paragraph] [___] of my Will by adding the following Paragraph to the end thereto[footnoteRef:4]: “I give all the rest, residue, and remainder of my estate, of whatever kind and wherever situated, to THE VALERIE FUND, currently located in, Maplewood, New Jersey for its general charitable purposes [or: restricted purpose: [Describe Restriction]].” [4:  Note: Language may need to be modified depending on where the new Paragraph is being inserted, e.g., for example if it is being substituted for a current provision in the Will that is being deleted.] 

CHARITABLE INTENT; NAME CHANGES[footnoteRef:5] [5:  Note: Inclusion of these provisions are optional.] 

If a restriction I have stated becomes unlawful, impossible, impracticable, or wasteful, I authorize THE VALERIE FUND’s board to designate a purpose consistent with my general charitable intent expressed herein.
If THE VALERIE FUND has changed its name, merged, consolidated, dissolved, or if a successor organization then exists with substantially similar purposes, my gift shall be paid to such successor or resulting organization most closely aligned with the purposes of THE VALERIE FUND at the time of my death.
